I wish to thank Deb Aldridge for the excellent article the she wrote for the web site. If you read the article (see link on
home page) you now know how to keep track of your trail miles and have no excuses for not turning in your miles to
Ronda at the end of the year. Last year, we ranked 9" in the state with 11,462 miles reported. We only had 23.7% of
our members turn in miles. We certainly have more than 23.7% of our members riding the trails. We will never have
100% but we sure can have more than 23.7% turning in trail miles. The form that you need is conveniently linked to
the home page. Just print a copy and get started. It isn’t that hard and doesn’t take all that much time to keep track of
your miles.

Numbers are important to all governmental agencies. If we can show that the trails are being used the chance of
getting additional funding for trails is increased.

Along the same line of thinking here is another thought. It is important to have good turnouts for our work days. When
park sees a lot of people helping with the trails it really helps our image. We are trying very hard to be good partners
with the park and anything of a positive nature that we can do to show the park how much the trails mean to the horse
people will be steps in the right direction. The more of us they see the more of them we'll see. Our next work day is
Sat. April 23™. Everyone is invited to take part and do what they can to help maintain the trails. Many of the veteran
trail workers are not as young as they used to be and are not physically able to do as much as they did in the past. We
need more younger, as well as older bodies to help with the work; however, no matter if you are only able to help for
an hour or so we still need and want you.

March Trail Maintenance Report

The first work session of the year was held on March 26. Eleven hardy souls cleaned ditches and culverts on Perkins
Trail. The good news is that the trail survived the winter without much damage. Two sections of the trail that the Park
worked on last year with equipment were damaged by either slumping down into the creek or the bare ground on the
uphill side of the trail was slumping down onto the trail. This damage will have to be addressed on a future work
party. The rest of the trail was in pretty good shape, particularly the new reroute we benched in last year by hand. It
looks pretty good for using the "sustainable trail building methods" espoused by the IMBA trail care crew.

The next quarterly meeting with the Park will be on April 12. We will be establishing trail project priorities and
scheduling the next three monthly work parties. At this point the projects "on the table" are: repairing the winter
damage on Perkins; reworking the approaches to the Arizona bridge on Riding Run (will require Park equipment);
finishing the work begun on the Valley Trail by AP road north of Rte 303; rebuilding switchbacks on the Valley Trail by
Pine Lane Trail Head; rerouting the Valley Trail between the golf course and Rte 303. Our next trail work party will be
April 23, meeting at 8:30 at Robinson Field. Please come out and join us. It's a really a lot of fun (believe it or not)
and a good chance to enjoy the company of other horse people. After a long winter as a couch potato, the exerecise
won't hurt (MUCH) either.

If anyone has comments or suggestions for other work needing to be done, please contact me (216-440-0748 or
reuss5@msn.com). The first bridge north of Highland Rd on the Valley Trail has the banks leading into and off the
bridge have been eroded away. The Park is aware of the problem and will repair it as soon as it is dry enough to get
equipment in there.

The situation regarding the closed bridle trails (Wetmore, Langes Run and Butler) has not changed. The Park is still
trying to raise the funds for the environmental assessment. If we could identify some grant money to match our
calendar money, the Park may be able to come up with the rest need for this study. | would appreciate help in this
area from anyone who has experience with grants or is willing to do the missionary work required to find it.

Please print the Ohio Horseman's Council Medina County Chapter Individual Trail mile form and record all the miles you ride
during 2005. Make as many pages as you need to record all the miles you ride.

Each time you ride, list the date, the Trail Location/Name and the miles ridden. Wetmore and CVNP are the same Park and have
a column separate from Parks & Forests because so many Medina members ride in the CVNP. Having a separate column makes
it easier to total the miles ridden in the CVNP. Wetmore/CVNP ends up in the totals for Parks & Forests when we report the miles
to the State.

At the end of December 2005, summarize EACH location you rode onto the OHC Trail Usage Location Form also printed on the
Web for you to download. If you ride in a Park or Forest or an out-of state location that is not on the summary, please add it at the
bottom of the list. Mail ONLY the OHC Trail Usage Location Form to the Medina County miles ridden recorder. Our county
recorder will use each member's OHC Trail Usage Location form to complete a spreadsheet and print ONE OHC Trail Usage
Location Form for the entire county membership. This summary of each member's location form is then mailed to the State OHC
trail miles ridden chairperson so he can compile all the miles ridden by all OHC members in the state.

If you have any questions, please call Ronda Urbank 330-923-9557. This procedure is really very simple and it is extremely
important that we report our miles. ODOR and CVNP read these numbers and plan trail maintenance, facilities and additional
trails accordingly.
