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Trail Report ~ February 2008 
   Patricia Vance, Trail Committee Co-Chair 

Be sure to read this report all the way through. 
 
Your trail committee met with the park personnel  and outlined 
our plans and projects for this season. 
 
We will be doing the initial scouting necessary to begin the 
process of opening Dickerson Trail and the other portion of 
Wetmore loop.   Once the exact locations are determined and the 
repairs needed are defined, we and the park will determine what 
part of the work will be done by our volunteers and what part by 
the park. 
 
Thanks to the hard work of our volunteers and the great 
cooperation from the park we were able to open the new 
Wetmore Langes loop in November.  There remain some repairs 
still to be done on that trail and, we should expect that there are 
repairs needed due to weather. 
 
We will be devoting our volunteer efforts also to all the other 
trails.  At our meeting we reviewed a list of some spots on 
various trails which need our early attention.  One will be on the 
connector trail in the pines from covered bridge to Riding Run.  
Furnace Run Creek has taken away some of the trail and the trail 
needs to be moved out of the buffer zone. 
 
There will be a major change to the Valley trail from the 
covered bridge going east to Riverview Road.  The trail will no 

longer go around the back of the field along the woods.  It will 
now go from the parking lot, along the tractor lane next to 
Everett Road  turn right into the woods and back to the existing 
trail just before crossing the railroad tracks to Riverview Road.  
This is due to Furnace Run Creek eroding large sections of the 
bank and the fact that the field is leased to Szalay to grow corn 
and so, is not available for public use except for the tractor lane. 
 
This year we expect to see many more of you out with us on our 
trail  sessions.  There is something for everyone to do to help 
out.  Remember, that is what our club is all about – building and 
maintaining horse trails in the Cuyahoga Valley National Park.  
Without the help of all of us, we would not have these 
wonderful trails. 
 
When you ride your horse in the midst of the beauty of the 
Cuyahoga Valley National Park, are you fully in each moment 
of the experience?  Do you take time to notice your 
surroundings?   The sounds of nature.  The gentle breeze 
through t he leaves of the big trees.  Do you take time to slow 
down, or to stop and be quiet.  Does it come to your mind how 
these trails came to be and how fortunate you and your horse are 
to be here?

Ohio producers may be facing a hay shortage this season due to dry conditions, but other forage and grazing alternatives exist to 
feed livestock.  
 

Steve Boyles, an Ohio State University Extension livestock specialist, said that when choosing other forage options, feeding limit 
and nutritional content guidelines should be adhered to ensure that livestock remain healthy and meet market standards.  
 

“Any time you change feeds with ruminant animals, you should do so gradually so the digestive system can adjust to the new 
feed,” said Boyles. “If you don’t, the livestock might run into some digestive problems.”  
 

Although alfalfa has the capacity to continue growth under dry conditions, the late spring cold spell impacted stands, killing off 
plants and forcing re-growth. As a result, the first cutting turned out to be much smaller than producers anticipated.  
 

Marc Sulc, an OSU Extension forage specialist, said that alfalfa still has the ability to bounce back as a viable forage crop, but 
harvest timing is the key to ensure plant health and longevity.  
 

“Growers should allow at least a 35-day interval from the first harvest when the alfalfa is close to full-bloom stage,” said Sulc. 
“Once the alfalfa is well into bloom stage and there is enough harvestable forage to economically justify a hay cutting, then go 
ahead and harvest it. The forage will probably be higher in quality than normal growth in full bloom because the stems are short 
and fine.”  
 

In situations where alfalfa cannot fulfill livestock feeding requirements, or hay prices may be too high due to the crop shortage,

several forage options step up as viable alternatives:  
 
• Supplementing hay with corn grain and a commercial supplement. Even with the current high corn prices, corn grain remains one 
of the more economically harvested feeds per unit of digestible energy available to cattle producers in Ohio. Hay has only about 
half the energy value as corn grain. Ohio State University research has found that a 1,300 pound cow’s requirements can be met by 
feeding 12 pounds of whole-shelled corn, 2 pounds of commercial supplement, and 3 to 4 pounds of hay. Boyles said that it’s 
important to limit corn grain feed to livestock. “Overfeeding livestock with corn is just giving them more energy than they need 
and can lead to bloating,” he said. “Give livestock enough corn only to meet their nutrient requirements.”  
 

• Soybean hulls and other digestable fibers. The recommended feeding limit is 4 to 5 pounds per day of pelleted soybean hulls, but 
higher levels can be fed.  
 

• Brewer’s grains, which are typically fed to livestock in a wet form. “Feeding requirements follow the same principles as silage,” 
said Boyles. “Information about brewer’s grains and other feeds, such as gluten feed, can be obtained by contacting feed 
companies.”  
 

• Distillers grains. A byproduct of ethanol production, distillers grains are rapidly becoming an alternative feed. “For some of 
Ohio’s smaller producers, dry distillers grain may be easier to handle, as opposed to wet distillers grain,” said Boyles. “Limiting 
distillers grain in the diet is highly recommended because of the fat and sulphur levels and the calcium/phosphorus ratio, which 
affects mineral content.”  
 

Apart from switching forage products or incorporating other forages into a hay diet, livestock producers can also make adjustments 
to grazing management.  
 

“With the shortage of hay, there might be a tendency to overgraze pastureland,” said Boyles. “As a result, the grass will take longer 
to recover and could impact fall forage supplies. To overcome this, rotational grazing is an option.”  
 

Rotational grazing is a management practice that involves periodic rotation of livestock from one paddock to the next, preventing 
overgrazing while encouraging pasture re-growth.

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Body Condition Score and Weight 
Body condition scoring is used in many species to provide a rough guide of the nutritional adequacy of the diet and the level of food intake of an 
animal. This scoring should be used in conjunction with the physiological status, diet history, and body weight of the horse. A description of the 
body condition scoring for horses follows. 

Poor 
Animal extremely emaciated; spinous processes (the tops of the vertebrae), ribs, tailhead, tuber coxae (point of the hip), and ischii 
(point of buttock) projecting prominently; bone structure of withers, shoulders, and neck easily noticeable; no fatty tissue can be felt. 
 

Very Thin  
Animal emaciated; slight fat covering over base of spinous processes; transverse processes (part of the bone projecting sideways from 
the lumbar vertebrae) of lumbar vertebrae feel rounded; spinous processes, ribs, tailhead, tuber coxae, and ischii prominent; withers, 
shoulders, and neck structure faintly discernible. 
 

Thin  
Fat buildup about halfway on spinous processes; transverse processes cannot be felt; slight fat cover over ribs; spinous processes and 
ribs easily discernible; tailhead prominent but individual vertebrae cannot be identified visually; tuber coxae appear rounded but easily 
discernible; ischii not distinguishable; withers, shoulders, and neck accentuated. 
 

Moderately Thin  
Slight ridge along back; faint outline of ribs discernible; tailhead prominence depends on conformation, fat can be felt around it; tuber 
coxae not discernible; withers, shoulders, and neck not obviously thin. 
 

Moderate 
Back is flat (no crease or ridge); ribs not visually distinguishable but easily felt; fat around tailhead beginning to feel spongy; withers 
appear rounded over spinous processes; shoulders and neck blend smoothly into body. 
 

Moderately Fleshy 
May have slight crease down back; fat over ribs spongy; fat around tailhead soft; fat beginning to be deposited along the side of withers, 
behind shoulders, and along sides of neck. 
 

Fleshy 
May have crease down back; individual ribs can be felt but noticeable filling between ribs with fat; fat around tailhead soft; fat 
deposited along withers, behind shoulders, and along neck. 
 

Fat 
Crease down back; difficult to feel ribs; fat around tailhead very soft; area along withers filled with fat; area behind shoulder filled with 
fat; noticeable thickening of neck; fat deposited along inner thighs. 
 

Extremely Fat 
Obvious crease down back; patchy fat appearing over ribs; bulging fat around tailhead, along withers, behind shoulders, and along 
neck; fat along inner thighs may rub together; flank filled with fat.  

 
Obtaining the horse’s body weight is useful for many reasons. Estimating the amount of feed needed, determining if the current ration is 
adequate, and using changes as an early indication of health status are just a few. Ideally a walk-on scale should be used. Consideration should be 
given for gastrointestinal fill and hydration status. Weight tapes, which work by using girth measurements, can give fairly accurate estimates of 
body weight if good technique is used. The heart girth area should be measured just behind the withers and elbows following a respiratory 
exhalation. Weight tapes will not be accurate for pregnant mares in late gestation. These tapes also will not accurately note small changes in 
weight that could affect performance. However, weight tapes are much more accurate than estimates based on visual examination.
