Updated new Medina OHC 2009 Membership Applications are found in this newsletter and on our website 
www.medinacountyohc.com.  Please use these newly updated forms.  Be sure to sign and date the form.  If you’re joining 
as a family, both spouses/partners must sign the form.   
 

Remember we have two types of memberships:   OHC Basic Membership without the Liability Insurance, and OHC 
Plus Membership with the Liability Insurance.  It’s up to you to decide which type of membership you need.  The only 
difference between them is that the Plus membership includes the liability insurance. 
 

The excess liability insurance  is very affordable  and gives peace of mind for those who want and need it. The 
OHC Plus membership is the one that includes the Liability Insurance.  It protects you in case your horse hurts someone or 
damages someone’s property and you are held responsible for the damages.  Even if you are not found liable, you could 
incur considerable legal defense costs. It is excess LIABILITY INSURANCE.  It does NOT pay your medical bills if YOU or 
a family member falls off your horse and gets hurt.  What it does do is protect you if your horse causes damage to others 
or their property and you are sued. 
 

OHC Memberships and the Liability Insurance are in effect from January 1 st to Dec. 31 st.  For those of you 
who were 2008 OHC Plus members, if you want to continue with the liability insurance, please send in your OHC 
Membership Form and payment as soon as possible and hopefully no later than Dec. 15th.  Sending it in as early as 
possible will insure that your liability insurance will continue uninterrupted and will make it much easier for those who must 
process your applications.  First it goes to our fine Medina OHC Membership Chairman, Rosemary Young.  Then it goes to 
our newly elected State Treasurer and finally is given to the very conscientious and hardworking Barb Gerard the State 
Membership Chairman.  Keep in mind all of these folks are volunteers. Barb and the newly elected State Treasurer must 
process thousands of applications, so, it’s best not to wait until the last minute.  Send in your application and check today 
or as soon as possible! 
 

OHC Plus (with the Liability Insurance) Members who  are joining for the first time - -  Keep in mind that 
although you may have already sent in your 2009 OHC Plus membership application and check, your liability insurance 
and 2009 OHC Plus Membership does not officially begin until January 1, 2009. The liability insurance for 2009 
members begins on January 1,  2009 and ends on December 31, 2009. 
 

No matter when you are able to join Medina OHC, you’re always welcomed into the fold! If possible, take a  moment and 
send in your membership today.

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Obstacle Ride  2008 ~ by Joyce Tretow  

     
Can’t say enough about this year’s Obstacle Ride!  The weather 
was perfect, the trail was in good condition, and a variety of 
obstacles were there to be challenged.  In fact, due to the recent 
storm, there was at least one extra obstacle out there; 
unfortunately for no credit since we didn’t know it was there 
before the ride started!  Horses pushed big balls around, played 
checkers, brought in the mail, chased sheep, and generally had a 
good time.  One of the simplest obstacles proved to be the most 
challenging for some; have you EVER backed your horse up 
(wait for it!) through a creek without walking through it first?  
Sounds easy; but it’s not!  (Sadly, the youth riders all did it on the 
first try, sigh….)  Then there was Dancing Deb on her horse 
Babe; spinning in circles around a large plastic ball in a hay net.  
The judge told Deb to let go and she just laughed; she was STILL 
laughing about it the next day!  Judges were recruited right up to 
the very last minute, and every single one of them said they had a 
great time and would do it again. Sgt. Jim McRitchie, formerly of 
the Mounted Police, put on a great desensitization clinic the next 
morning; there were lots of volunteers, “just in case” we needed 
one more horse.   
 
Not sure if you and your horse are up for it?  Obstacle Rides 
can be a fun way to practice trail safety in a controlled 
environment.  Each month, until the next ride, I will give you 
some tips and hints to get you ready to compete.   
 
The tip this month is: Take Evasive Action!  Your horse should 
move calmly in all directions; including forward, backwards, and 
SIDEWAYS!  If you get trapped in an area with fallen trees, or 
other debris, it may not be possible to turn or back out of it.   
 
Preparation is the key to get you out of sticky situations.  
Standing next to a previously unnoticed coil of barbed wire under 
a pile of leaves is no time to try to learn how to move sideways to 
get away from it. (Been there, done that!)  So, anyway, how DO 
you teach a horse to sidepass?  They all do it, the trick is getting 
them to do it when you want it.  I recommend you start from the 
ground on this, and find a convenient wall or fence to help you.  
Lead your horse up to the wall and stop right up against it.  This 
way there is no confusion; he will know you really don’t want 
him to run into it.  Then by alternately touching/tapping the hip 
and the girth area, ask the horse to move sideways along the wall.  

If the horse tries to turn, straighten him up and try it again. If the 
horse doesn’t move, keep tapping a little harder until he does 
move.  The key is to get movement first, and then direction; so 
even if they step in the wrong direction, let them know they were 
right to move.  Then straighten them up and do it again, repeating 
until they move in the right direction. One step, or even a lean in 
the right direction, should evoke lavish praise!  Pretty soon they 
will be running sideways….  Of course, once they do, then you 
do it all again from the other side.   
 
I always put verbals in, to ease the transition from ground to 
saddle.  So, I tell my horse “move over”; every time I touch or 
tap him on the girth area or hip I repeat “move over”.  When I am 
on top, and I put my foot first at the girth and then at the hip, I 
keep saying “move over”.  Once your horse is consistently 
moving over along the fence/wall, put him in the middle of your 
paddock, this time with bridle and reins (you are still on the 
ground).  As you touch/tap him, asking him to move away from 
you, make sure you apply even pressure on the bit, to “close the 
door” on forward movement.  Repetition is the key here, once he 
gets it, ask him to do it 3 times and then switch to the other side.  
Always make sure to praise him when he looks like he is moving 
(or even thinking about moving) in the right direction.  You can 
pull a little bit on the offside rein, while you are tapping on the 
girth area, to give him a clue if he is stuck.  Once he is unstuck, 
and consistently moving over when you ask, get a buddy to help 
you and you climb on.  A buddy can be another person, or the 
same wall/fence that assisted you before.  Ride your horse up to 
the wall, and then use your foot like you used your hand, 
touching and tapping the girth and hip areas alternately until he 
moves away from the pressure.  Keep firm pressure on the reins 
to stop forward movement; remembering to tug slightly to the 
right when your foot is touching the girth area on the left, and 
vice versa.  Once he has made the transition from ground control 
to rider control, do it all again in the center of your paddock.   
 
Congratulations!  You are now the proud owner of a partner that 
will move in any direction to keep you safe!  (Hint: that 
landscape timber, or section of PVC that we ask you to side pass 
over…actually makes this EASIER, not harder!)  Try it at home, 
and see for yourself!  When walking sideways, your horse will 
naturally try to avoid stepping on anything placed between his 
front and rear legs.  If I wasn’t clear on some of the points, feel 
free to contact me at tretowj@hotmail.com with questions.
