The Cuyahoga Valley National Park recently received the National Park Service Midwest  
Region Hartzog Award for Exceptional Volunteer Program for 2007. The park in 2007 had 

more than 2,000 volunteers who gave more than 74,000 hours of service. The park was  
recognized for the diversity of volunteer positions and the commitment of volunteers  

themselves. The competition for the award included 56 park units. 

Important Membership Information for 2009 Dues Increase!!!!!!!!!  Change in types of memberships   
All memberships must be renewed before Dec 31, 2008 !! 

 
This is for ALL memberships both plus and regular.  This is a change from previous years when there was a grace period than ran 
until the end of March.  There will be no grace period this year.  The membership year runs from January 1 thru December 31.  Those 
who have not renewed by January 1 will be removed from the data base and taken off the Corral and Newsletter lists.    Previously 
you could sign up as late as March.   
 
There will no longer be a separate  liability insurance form.   Anyone renewing liability insurance October 1, 2007 – December  31, 
2007, will have that insurance take effect January 1, 2008.  If a member does not have 2007 liability insurance and wishes to sign up for  
it for the remainder of 2007, they must use the new membership form and make a note on it that it is for insurance only.  You would 
mail this to Rosemary Young just like other membership requests.  
Also, any applications that are  not on the new form will be returned.   It must be filed out completely and SIGNED. Remember: 
1) Fill out the membership form completely (legibly, please)  
2) Include your e-mail address if you care to receive information online 
3) Include your cell phone number (if possible) – this helps us communicate during events 
4) Sign the form !  (This is vital if applying for insurance- It will be return if un-signed !!!! ) 
5) Make your check payable to :  Medina OHC 
6) Family memberships include children under 18.  18 years of age and older must have their own membership. 
7) If this is a Secondary membership be sure to write “Secondary” across the top of the form. The amount is $10.   
8) Be sure to check the boxes for Newsletter (mailed if necessary or website) and  Rewards Program

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CELEBRATION  2008 ~  by Patricia Vance  

Celebration Competitive Trail Ride 2008 was a great 
success in every way!  The weather could not have been 
more perfect – sunny, just the right temperature.  Although 
it had rained quite a bit on Wednesday and Thursday, the 
trails were in very good shape by Saturday.  Almost all 
local folks who participated, either as competitors or 
volunteers, who planned to camp with horses, left the 
horses at home until time to get vetted in so as not to cause 
any unnecessary damage to the grounds. 
 

Our club is privileged to have the use of beautiful Howe 
Meadow as the base location for our ride.  We are granted 
this privilege from the Park in return for our ongoing 
contribution as volunteers to the horse trails.  This event is 
our major fund raiser.  We made a very nice profit again 
this year.   
 

It takes many volunteers to put on this event and the sign 
up list totals 60 people!  Our ride secretary, Cheryl 
Nowack, her first time at this job, did an outstanding job!  
The secretary has the biggest job of all.  Many thanks to 
Cheryl!  Helping Cheryl were Kim McAninch, Bob 
McAninch, Stacy Sadar, Robin Wicks, and Joyce Tretow. 
 

Another important job is road crew.  Mike Andrea was in 
charge on Saturday and Patricia Vance on Sunday.  Our 
club was greatly helped again this year on this job by three 
ham radio enthusiasts, Joe Bartzi, Bob Bohn and Steve 
Jones.  On Sunday morning, Joe was at his post at the west 
end of covered bridge and spotted a car down in the weeds 
which apparently had been driven there some time in the 
early morning hours.  No one was in it so it was fun 
speculating on the probable situation.  Joe notified the 
police.  
 

This year the road crews had a system of communication 
by cell phone which cut down substantially the amount of 
driving around needed by the crew head.  The competitors 
very much appreciate the presence of the road crew people.  
Not only are they keeping track of the competitors, but 
dealing with vehicle traffic.  And its nice to know we care! 
Ansel Weese had the experience of trying to get the 
attention of a driver who was talking on her cell phone and 
putting on makeup and did not see him or the horses until 
the last minute.   
 

Helping with the road crews also were Bonnie Bennington, 
Wayne Crouse, Louise Harting, Hugh Freeman, Larry Bell, 
Madison Fleming and Megan Fleming, Kathy Tompkins, 
Bob Tompkins, and Jack Weese.  Part of the road crew is 
stationed at the towpath bridge over Furnace Run creek, 
behind Hunt Farm Visitor Center.  At that site were Carol 
Himelright and Joan Avila.  While stopping by there on 
Sunday, your reporter and Joan and Carol had a chat with a 
young woman from Puerto Rico who was an intern with the 

park and involved in promoting the program where one can 
ride a bike on the towpath to certain spots and take the 
Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Train back.  She was riding her 
bike to Stark County and would return on the train.   She 
would return to her studies at college at the end of the 
summer. 
 

Our volunteers are amazing.  At the halfway on Sunday, a 
rider had lost or broken a stirrup.  Word was sent back, 
someone brought a stirrup to the halfway and the Stirrup 
Rescue Team sprang into action. Just as the stirrup arrived 
at the halfway and was given to Katie Kroesen, the rider 
was observed heading  out of Robinson toward Akron 
Peninsula Road.  Patricia called Jack Weese  who was at 
AP Road crossing, to tell the rider to stop, but it was too 
late, he had already gone through and was down the lane.  
Katie jumped into Patricia’s truck with the stirrup, and they 
took off out of Robinson and headed south on AP Road.  
“There he is get ahead of him some.”  Of course, the rider 
was far from the road on the other side of a big field.  Katie 
bails out of the truck and takes off running across the field 
to the rider who sees her and stops. Just like some chase 
scene in a modern western (pickup truck and horse). As it 
turned out the strap was broken.   The rider had decided at 
Robinson to withdraw from the ride, as the horse had 
become very upset, and ride back to Howe.  Yes, this is just 
one example of our volunteers giving 200% and going the 
extra mile(s). 
 

Setting up for the event and then tearing down at Howe 
were Jack Weese, Linda Weese, Larry Bell, Kathy and Bob 
Tomkins, Dennis Sinclair, James Avila, Rosemary Young, 
Joyce Peden, Ansel Weese, Bob and Susan Burrows, Ruess 
Griffiths, Sherry Eucker and Rob Pliskin.. 
 

Several folks volunteered as scribes for the vet and vet 
judge.  Scribing for the vet affords an opportunity to learn a 
lot about soundness and other things about horses.  You 
write down on the score sheet what the vet reports as to the 
horse.  For example, in the trot out, you can watch the 
horse, what do you see?  Then the vet tells you what she 
sees.  There were a number of situations which your 
reporter witnessed where the vet, Maureen Fehrs, was 
explaining to the owner, what happened to the horse, 
described the physiology,  advised what to do to care for 
the horse, and what would happen if the horse was 
compelled to go on.  Very very educational and 
informative.  Helping with the scribing were Kim Andrea, 
Stacy Sadar and Katie Kroesen. 
 

Timers were Jim Sullivan and James Avila.  Once again 
Dennis Sinclair brought his tractor with the front end loader 
and took care of picking up the manure around the field.  
Scrapmasters provided us with the 20 cubic yard dumpster 
for the manure.  We collected a $10 deposit from everyone 
with a horse which deposit was refunded upon ok after

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inspection by Dennis or Patricia.  Almost half of the 
deposits were donated to the club.

Food was 
donated by your ride manager and it was delicious!  We 
served 99 dinners.

Jack Weese handled the ambulance trailer and transported 
buckets etc to and from the halfway.  On Sunday, Patricia 
brought back all the items from the halfway ably assisted 
by Alex Sadar, Stacy’s nephew, age 8, who rode back to 
camp in a “secret location” on the truck.
